A very fine, lifetime impression, with strong burr at the lower left and on the
handles of the stretcher, and with fine vertical and horizontal wiping
scratches. Thread margins or trimmed to the platemark in places. Between
1643 and 1645, Rembrandt devoted himself primarily to landscape etchings,
until around 1645 when he produced three biblical subjects: Abraham and
Isaac, The Flight into Egypt, and this sheet. The next religious subjects did
not appear until 1648. The plate has been missing since 1782; no late prints
have survived. — Restored paper defects in the upper corners on the reverse,
otherwise in good condition.
